But, if the roof is more complex with several valleys and peaks, asphalt
shingles are going to install faster and cost less in labor than metal
panels, though the material costs might still be about the same. That
said, it is still hard to beat the long-term savings of a metal roof.

We purchase the 5-ton steel colls that meet our When an order Is recelved, the colls are placed on the
quality specifications directly from the steel plant. uncoller that feeds the steel onto the roliformer.

We ship them, first, to the precoat facility, and then to
Valspar’s paint facility where the top coat Is applied,
before they are shipped to our warehouse.

The coils are cataloged and carefully stored out of
the weather - l'ead‘f for use.

For better performance, the ABM panel passes through
a 1,000° Fahrenhelt heat-box that warms the panels
and temporarlily softens the paint coating. This allows
the paint to flex and bend with the steel as the panel Is
formed.

Without heat-forming, the paint would crack and would
lkely rust.

A cover sheet (which often varles In color) [s
placed on top of the stack to protect the panels
before the stack Is banded together.

CUT-TO-LENGTH

The ABM panel is made to custom lengths within a 14"
thanks to what we call the *flying sheer” The flying sheer
cuts the steel with amazing precision as It speeds down
the line.

A forklift transports the bundled panels to the
customer's waiting truck or trailer, or places it on
the holding rack ready for shipment to the job slte.
